Job Requirements

Applicants must:
o Beat least 18 years of age.

o Pass a background check prior to being hired and
before starting work.

Possess and maintain a valid driver’s license.
Be reliable, responsible and conscientious.

o Be capable of lifting and carrying objects up to 50
pounds alone or heavier amounts with the
assistance of other employees.

The Park District provides T-shirts, caps and any safety
gear that is required to complete assigned tasks. Employee
will be expected to wear clean full-length pants that are
not tattered or torn. Employee will also be expected to
wear job appropriate footwear. Tennis shoes are not
acceptable.

Normal work hours are 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. Monday
through Friday, however hours scheduled to work will vary
depending on need. Employee will be required to work
weekends when scheduled. After 40 hours, the Park
District pays overtime at a rate of 1 % times employee’s
regular hourly wage.

Operations Division Full-Time Employees

o Employee is responsible for informing a supervisor of job related
problems, damaged equipment, building damage, potential
safety violations, and to keep the supervisor informed of current
work assignment progress.

o Employee is responsible for safe and efficient operation of
equipment, tools, and chemical handling.

o Employee may be called upon to clean rest rooms, make garbage
runs and to perform other general maintenance work
assignments.

o Employee is expected to be punctual and reliable in regard to
assigned start times.

o Employee will assist individuals and groups as needed within the
policies and procedures of the Bismarck Parks and Recreation
District.

o Employee will represent the Bismarck Parks and Recreation
District in a positive manner at all times.
