Alcoholic Beverage Permits

Anyone wishing to have alcoholic beverages in parks and recreation areas, where allowed, must obtain a
beverage permit at the BPRD office, 400 E. Front Ave. You must be 21 years of age to purchase a permit.

«  Group Permit - $25: Allows the purchaser and their party to bring alcoholic beverages to a specific
property owned and operated by BPRD on a specific date(s). Valid for one use only.

+ Individual Permit - $10: Allows one person (purchaser) to bring alcoholic beverages to property owned and
operated by BPRD, where allowed. Valid for purchaser only from the date of purchase through Dec. 31 of
the year of purchase.
